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Council listens on parking charges

Herefordshire Council has listened to concerns from Kington Town Council, the town’s chamber of commerce and retailers, over introducing charges in the High Street car park.

Councillor Adrian Blackshaw, Herefordshire Council’s cabinet member, met with the mayor and deputy mayor of Kington Town Council as well as representatives from the chamber of commerce to discuss the economic trends in Kington.

Councillor Blackshaw said: “Whilst all areas in the county have challenges, we came to the conclusion after these discussions that Kington is a special economic case. As a result, we have decided not to impose parking charges on the car park in the High Street at the present time. 

“There is very limited on-street parking in the vicinity of the High Street in Kington and on reflection we feel imposing charges on the car park may have an adverse impact on shoppers trying to access the town centre so I have decided to keep it as a free car park,” he added.

In Kington, it will now remain free to park in High Street, Love Lane and the Market Hall Street car parks, whilst charges at the Mill Street car park will go up slightly to take into account the increase in VAT from 17.5 per cent to 20 per cent and inflation over the three years when charges have remained the same.”
