a) Update on work on trees following safety survey.
Assistant Clerk reported that tree work will begin pending planning permission being received by tree surgeon.  
b) Update on repair to public right of way through the Recreation Ground

Assistant Clerk reported that repair work has been completed apart from the bitumen sealant around the new tarmac and that the company are waiting for drier weather to carry out this work. Comments were raised about the ‘humps’ and the need to have a white line either side of each as a warning . AC to investigate
c) Recreation Cottage Update
Assistant Clerk reported that there had been damage to the outside doorboard during the fireworks event at the Recreation Ground but that the door has been reboarded and secured.
