	An email from a member of the Chamber of Trade was noted.
Chamber of Trade member stated that Chamber of Trade were very unhappy and disappointed that they had not been included in the consultation regarding the spending Public Realm funding, and that on previous occasions Kington Town Council had worked very closely with the Chamber of Trade regarding funded improvements to the town. It was also stated that Chamber of Trade do not support the proposal for extra parking spaces in Church Street, and feel that the money allocated for this would be better spent on new ‘Welcome to Kington’ signage on the A44 junctions, and Car Parking indicator signage. Concern was also raised about coloured tarmac in Mill Street, as it is believed that there is no obligation to replace the coloured tarmac when work has been carried out on the highway.
Cllr M. Woolford thanked the Chamber of Trade member for her feedback, and offered an apology on behalf of the Planning and Environment Committee for neglecting to consult on the funding availability and spending. He asked the member to communicate the apology to other members of the Chamber of Trade at their next meeting, and that the committee would like to ensure that the relationship remains as good as it is.
